Huw Thatcher died at the age of 15 and a half on March 13th 2011, playing in a football match for Hepworth United near his home town of Holmfirth.  Huw had a brain haemorrhage as a result of a pre existing condition that no one knew about, or could have known about.  Huw was a beautiful young man with everything going for him.

	During Huw’s life his larger than life character, playfulness, talents and sensitivity were expressed to the full.  But Huw always had time to talk to people, and develop his friendships with adults as well as young people and little children.

Sport was a big part of Huw’s life – he played for Hepworth United in football, Upperthong at cricket and was a member of Thongsbridge Tennis Club.  Huw also had lots of other interests and aspects to his personality.  He loved music, art, being a comedian, and most of all being a friend - he would always look to help others who needed it.  Huw was a natural entertainer, though at the same time, perceptive, sensitive and a great friend and family member.  Huw was also getting excellent academic results, was ready to take his Grade 5 exam on the drum kit and had planned to go to university.  The Huw Thatcher Trust has been set up to: preserve Huw’s identity; care for and love Huw; help brain injured people; and help us heal.

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	Just 3 years before Huw was born, a boy called Daniel Yorath died kicking a football about in the garden with his Dad – when he was aged 15.  His sister is Gabby Logan - previously Gabby Yorath.  Daniel’s Dad is Terry Yorath who managed or played for each of Huw’s 3 favourite clubs – Cardiff City, Huddersfield Town and Spurs.  He also played 59 times for Wales.  Daniel Yorath House is a charity that provides a facility in Yorkshire for people with acquired brain injury and is linked to a larger national charity for brain injured people.   Some people with the same condition as Huw survive with surgery, but sometimes with devastating effects on their lives in the form of disabilities.  Therefore The Huw Thatcher Trust is supporting the Disabilities Trust charity - in particular the Brain Injury Rehabilitation Trust part of this charity, which includes Daniel Yorath House.


A wide range of memorials to remember Huw and events to raise money for brain injured people are planned for example: sporting trophies named after Huw, a seating area in a local park, a concert at the Picturedrome in Holmfirth, a number of sponsored bike rides, sponsored sports fixtures, the sale of wrist bands, the sale of Christmas cards and so on.
